Motor Vehicle Record Release Authorization for Volunteers

The safe operation of motor vehicles on behalf of the church is imperative to the safety of
employees, volunteers and the public. Though it is not the intent of the church to police or
invade the privacy of drivers of church vehicles or those driving their own vehicle for church
business, it is necessary to establish a basis for determining safe operating standards for
drivers.

The ministry leader will determine which of the following categories best fits the volunteer
(check ONE below):

] YES, this volunteer’s responsibilities requires (or may require) the volunteer to drive a
company-owned vehicle or their own vehicle for church business.
